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MASS OF CHRISM  --  BASILICA on TUESDAY, MARCH 20TH, AT 7:00 P.M. 
The Chrism Mass is presided over by the Archbishop and concelebrated by the priests from all parts of the   Archdiocese 

with parishioners from throughout the Archdiocese taking part. It is a sign of the unity and communion of the priests with 

their Bishop and a sign of the family of the diocesan Church celebrating together. At this Mass the priests renew their 

priestly commitment. 

The blessing of Holy Oils is a central rite in the Chrism Mass. The Oil of Catechumens for use in the Sacrament of 

Baptism and the Oil of the Sick for the anointing of the sick. The Oil of Chrism is consecrated for use at the Sacraments of 

Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders. Sacred Chrism is also used to anoint the altar and the walls of a new church at 

the rite of dedication. At the end of Mass these Holy Oils are presented to representatives of all parishes who will present 

them to their parishes at the beginning of the Easter Triduum at the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on the evening of Holy 

Thursday. 

The Archbishop wishes to extend his invitation to all people of the parishes of the Archdiocese to celebrate together at this 

joyous and significant Archdiocesan event.

FIFTH SUNDAY IN LENT - MARCH 18
TH

, 2018 
   Today’s Gospel story is above all, one of faith and hope in the power of Jesus. It is the resurrection of Jesus that 

sustains our hope even when it is tested by the overwhelming fact of death. (An Indian poet, Rabindrahath Tagore) put it 

this way: ‘For those with faith, death is not extinguishing the light; it is putting out the lamp because the dawn has come’. 

Ron Rolheiser, a distinguished Canadian theologian says this about the communion of saints: “We believe that those who 

have died are not only still alive but that they are, as well, still in a real relationship with us”. What better consolation 

could we have. On this 5
th
 Sunday of Lent, we can take much courage and hope from the teachings of our faith, that 

indeed, Jesus Christ is the Resurrection and the Life. Today is also the Sunday that our Canadian Catholic Organization 

for Development and Peace have named Solidarity Day and we are invited to reflect on this quest for justice and peace 

and on the church’s preferential option for the poor. The story of Lazarus reminds us that it is Jesus’ victory over sin and 

death that sustains our hope not only against physical death, but also against the death of injustice, hatred, racism, and all 

evils and abuses of power that lead to the impoverishment and marginalization of our brothers and sisters. Pope Francis, 

following in the footsteps of Jesus, is showing himself to be a pope for the poor and has much to say about the inequalities 

in our societies. In one address to the Food and Agricultural Organization he is quoted as saying: “A way has to be found 

to enable everyone to benefit from the fruits of the earth, and not simply to close the gap between the affluent and those 

who must be satisfied with the crumbs falling from the table, but above all to satisfy the demands of justice, fairness and 

respect for every human being.”
